BACKGROUND:

The Safe Water Dinking Act, O. Reg. 170/3 requires every Municipality to complete an
annual report on the water systems they operate. These reports are to be adopted by
the local Councils and then made available to the public.

COMMENTS:

The Ontario Clean Water Agency (OCWA) and the Town have prepared the reports
(see attachments) for the Water Treatment Plant and the Water Distribution Systems of

the Town.
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The format in which the reports are presented is a requirement of the Ministry of the
Environment. This format allows a reader to quickly review the way the various systems
are operated along with the test data which was carried out with in the various systems.

The Reports are summaries of all the legislative requirements the Town and OCWA
(Town's Water Treatment Plant Operator) must perform to be in compliance with the
Ministry of the Environment legislation for operating the Town’s water system.
Administration has also enclosed the 2005 Windsor Annual Report (see attachment)
which on occasion has supplied the Town with water.

Upon Council’s acceptance of the reports the general public is to be notified of the
availability of the reports for review. The Town of Tecumseh will place the reports on
the Town’s Web site upon Council’'s acceptance.

There fore administration recommends Council acceptance of the water treatment and
water distribution reports for submittal to the Ministry of the Environment and requests
that the reports be placed on the Town'’s web site.
