This by-law may be cited as the “Backflow Prevention 'By-law” for the ToWn.

This by—léw applies to all lands, Bﬁildirigs and Structures connected to the Town Wafer
Works, including multi-residential Buildings and Structures but saving and excepting | |
residential occupancies without an Augxiliary Water Supply within the scope of Part 9 of ||

the Building Code.

- In addition to and notwithstanding Section 2.2 above, this by-law: shall apply wfchm the

Town where a condition exists on any land or within any Building or Structure on such
land, that may be hazardous or detn'mgntal to the Water Works. S

- No person or Owner shall Connect, cause to be connected, or allow to remain fo be

connected to the Water Works, any piping, fixture, container, ‘appliance, ‘vehicle,
machine or the like, in a manner which may under any circumstances allow water, -
waste water or any liquid, chemical or substance to enter such Water Works except-in

compliance with the provisions of this by-law. ' '

Every Owner shall ensure that a Backflow Prevention Device is installed with respectto [ |
premise isolation, individual protection and zone isolation on such land and in every

Building or Structure on such land that is supplied Potable Water from the Water.
Works., ' o ’ '

. Under no condition shall én'y person or Owner connect, cause to be connected, or allowfto I
- remain connected to the Water Works: any Auxiliary Water Supply.

Every Owner of land, Buildings and Structures connected to the Water Works, shall _
ensure that any Backflow Prevention Device is installed, maintained and field-testing in. -
accordance with all of the requirements of the CSA Standard and this by-law. '

Every Owner of land, Buildings and Structures upon which a Backflow Prevention . || |

Device is installed shall ensure that such device is in proper working order at all times.
Every person installing a Backflow Prevention Device shall ensure that: :

a)  such device is installed on every water service connection that 'suppIies th_e land |
and or Buildings or Structures with Potable Water; R

b) such device is located in su‘(':h’ a manner so that in the event of a Backflow, the
device prevents infiltration into and/or contamination of the Water Works; -

é) where such device is installed in respect of premise isolation all ﬁipiﬁg betwe_ven_/
the Water Meter and such device is clearly labeled “ no connection perr_nittedf’;

‘ d) where suéh’ device is installed in respect of individual ‘protection or zone . ||
isolation, all piping between the point of contamination and the point at which - |

the device is located is labeled “non-Potable Water”; and

e that all non-Potable Water piping is identified by markings. that are permanent,
distinct and easily recognized as per CGSB Standard CAN/CGSB-24.3 as from | |
