A By-law to regulate Parks

WHEREAS sections 9 to 11 of the Mumc:pal Act 2001, S.O. 2001 c. 25, as amended,
(“Municipal Act’) confer the power to a municipality to pass by-laws regulating and prohibiting
with respect to culture, parks, recreation and heritage;

AND WHEREAS sections 9 to 11 of the Municipal Act confer the power to a muniCipéIity to
pass by-laws regulating and prohibiting with respect to parking on municipal parking Iots and
structures

AND WHEREAS sections 9 to 11 of the Mumc:pal Act confer the power to a muanIpallty to
pass by- Iaws regulatmg and prohibiting with respect to ammals '

NOW THEREFORE the Council of the Corporatron of the Town of Tecumseh hereby enacts
as follows:

1.

DEFINITIONS

In this By-law:

“Authorized Sign” means any sign, notice, or other device placed or erected in or upon a

Park, und_er the authority of this By-law;

“Bicycle” includes a tricycle and unicycle but does not include a motor assisted Bicycle;
“Control” includes care and custody;
“Council” means the Council of the Corporation of the Town of Tecumseh;

“Desngnated Area” means an area defined or constructed for a specific use, Wthh may
include Posted conditions; :

“Motor Vehicle” means a Motor Vehicle within the meaning of the Highway Traffic Act,
R.S.0. 1990; c.H. 8 as may be amended from tlme to time;

“Motorized Recreational Vehicle” means a snowmoblle go ~cart, trail bike, mini bike, all-
terrain Vehicle, or similar Vehlcle propelled or driven by .an internal combustion or
electrical engme

“Municipality” means The Corporation of the Town of Tec‘um_seh;

“Organized Sport or Activity” means a sport, game or activity pre-planned by a group or
organization whether or not formally constltuted and Whether or not the players or

~_members wear uniforms;

“Park" means land and land covered by water, and all portions thereof; owned by or
made available by lease, agreement or otherwise to the Municipality, that is or hereafter
may be established, dedicated, set apart or made available for use as public open
space, golf course or municipal cemetery, including any and all buildings, structures,
facilities, erections and improvements located in or on such land, save and except where
such land is governed by other by- Iaws of the Municipality;

“Parkmg Area means a part of a Park that is deSIgnated and lntended to park Motor |
Vehlcles .

‘Permit” means any written authorizationof Council, a Committee established by Council
or employee of the Municipality where such power has been delegated,

“Post” or “Posted” refers to the erection or- presence of permissive, regulatory,
restrictive, warning or prohibitive signs and “Posted area” means an area where such

~signs are erected;
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“Service Animal’ includes a guide dog and other trained Service Animal identifiable by a
harness and used pnncnpally to assist persons with a visual, hearing or other
impediment. :

“Vehlcle” includes a Motor Vehlcle as defmed under the H/ghway Trafﬁc Act R.S.0.
1990, c.H.8, as may be amended from time to time, and any Bicycle, carriage, wagon,
sleigh or other Vehicle or conveyance of every description, whatever the mode of power,
and includes in-line roller skates and skateboards, but excludes a wheelchair or similar
device (powered or otherwise) used by an individual due to a disability, baby carriage or
cart, child’s wagon, child’s stroller, child’s sleigh or other conveyance of like nature;

SCOPE

2. This By-law shall apply to all Parks in the Munieipality.

PART I - CONDUCT

Restricted Areas

3.  While in a Park, no person shall enter into an area in a Park where it is Posted to
prohibit or restrict admission to the public.

Conduct
4.  While in a Park no person shall:

M mdulge in any riotous, boisterous, violent, threatening, or |Ilegal conduct or use
profane or abusive language; :

2 ‘_ca_st, throw, ‘or in any way propel any object in such a manner as may or does
‘ endanger or cause injury or damage to any person or property; '

(3)-”‘create a nuisance by loitering, = spying, accos'nng frightening, annoying or
- otherwise drsturblng other persons; or

4) :create a nuisance or in any way mterfere with the use and enjoyment of the Park
" by other persons

Firearms or Offensive Weapons

5 While in a Park no person shall be in possession of or use any firearm, torpedo, rocket
-~ of any type, air gun, bow and arrow, axe or offensive weapon of any kind unless
authorlzed by Permit. oy

| 6. While in a Park, no person shall ignite, discharge or set off any fireworks except asa
fireworks display authorized by Permit and in compliance with By-law Number 1999-33,
as amended bemg a by-law to regulate the sale and use of fireworks. ,

Injury and Damaqe
7. No person shall in any Park:

' (‘I)' climb any buﬂdmg, structure or equment unless it is equipment designed for
chmbmg, '

(2) = destroy, or cut, mark, break, dlg, puII up or burn or in any .way damage injure,
remove or deface

"(a) any -tree, ﬂower flower bed, bush, shrub plant, sod, grass or other’
vegetation, soil, sand, gravel or wood;
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- (b) any monument, fountain, bridge, wall, seat, bench, structure or article of Park
equipment or any appurtenance thereof

(3) in any manner disturb ground Which is under repair, prepared for planting, has
been newly seeded or sodded or is in an area Posted to that effect; or '

(4) drive, park or walk in an area Poétedto prohibit same.

Waste a'ndPoIlution

8. No person shall in any Park:

(1) drspose or dump garbage, litter, tree trimmings, or like refuse except that which is  ||.
generated through the normal use of the Park and shall only deposit same in ||
~receptacles provided for such purpose;

(2). dispdse of or dump garden refuse except in a Designated Area thereof;
(3)’"_ dump or drain onto any soils or into any waters of any pool, pond, lake, stream,

~ fountain or watercourse of any kind of material, toxic or otherwise, which may have
~ the effect of polluting same.

- Protection of Wildlife
9.  Whieina Park no person shall:

- (1).0 kill, attempt to kill, trap, hunt, fish, attempt to flSh pursue or in any manner drsturb
' ~any animal, bird, waterfowl, fish, worms or other wildlife; :

(2) feed any waterfowl except in a Desrgnated Area..

Encroachment

10.  Unless authorized by Permit or otherwise, no person shall encroach upon or take
possession of any Park by any means  whatsoever, including the construction,

~installation or maintenance of any fence or structure, the dumping or storage of any
materials or plantings, or planting, cultivating, grooming or landscaping thereon.

~Alcohol

11." ‘While in a Park, no person shall corléurrre éervé or sell alcoholic beverages unless in
compliance with the alcohol policy of the Municipality and as authorlzed by a Permit and
with the approval of the quuor Licence Board of Ontario.

PART Il - PARK USE

Campfires and Barbecues
12. While in a Park, no person shall:
’ (1)' _iight build or stoke a fire or bonfire unless authorized by Permit' '

(2) -use a solid fuelled portable barbecue unless authonzed by Permit or where Posted
- to allow same;

(3) -use fuel other than’ charcoal or brlquettes in a barbecue prov1ded by the
Municipality; or :

(4) leave a fire unattended or leave the srte of the fire before the fire is completely
h extrngurshed
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Organized Gatherings and Picnics

13. (1) Whileina Park, no person shall

(a) hold a picnic, organized gathering or event for more than twenty-five persons o
without obtamlng a reserved use Permit;

- ‘ (b} mterfere with a prcnlc organlzed gathering or event authorlzed by Permlt
(2) Where a»prcnlc, organized gathering or event is for:

‘_(a) - 26 to 299 people, the reserved use Permit, which shall be obtarned wrll be
, that of a Small Group Permit; and :

' (b) 300 people or more the reserved use Permlt whrch shall be obtalned wrtl be
' that of a Large Group Permit.

Amptifiers and Loud Speakers

14. (1) Unless aut'horiz'ed by Permit no person shall operate loud speakers or sound
amplifying equipment while in a Park. ’

(2) While in a Park no person shall operate or use, any radio, tape player, compact
disc player, car radio, or any other sound reproducing system in a mannér which
disturbs or interferes with other persons in or near the Park.

Camping and Lodging -

15. Unless authonzed by Permit, no person shall dwell, camp, or lodge in a Park.

_Tents and Structures

16.  Unless authorrzed by Permrt no.person ‘shall place, install or erect any temporary or
permanent tent or structure in any Park.

Bathing. Swimming and Sun Bathing
17. No person shall in any Park:
(1) enter any public sv‘vimming'pool except at times designated for swimming; _

(2) " inor adjacent to any -swimming pool, fail to abrde by Posted signs. or to obey the -
mstructlons of any lifeguard or other authorized person; :

- (3) swim, bathe or wade in any pond lake or stream,; except in a designated’
- area; ‘ s

4) other than with an approved personal flotation devrce take any mﬂatable device,
~swimming assist, snorkel or other underwater breathing device into the Water ina
- Park; or .

(5) utilize facilities without being properly attired including appropriate swimwear.

Use of Wash and Change Rooms

18. No; ,person shall enter any portlon of any Washroom bathhouse or change room in any
Park set apart for the opposite sex.
