» STEP#1
Complete all forms in the document labeled Sewage System Application Form (which
is available on this website.

» STEP#2
Further approvals may be required from the following: (Check with the Building Dept.)
- Essex County Engineering Department
- Ministry of Transportation

» STEP#3
Attend the Municipal Offices at 917 Lesperance to submit your completed application to
the Building Department Clerk. Your application will be reviewed for completeness by
the Building Department. Subsequent to the review you will be contacted to either pick-
up and pay for your permit or be requested to provide further information.

Permit fees.

Prior to Construction:

» Take al necessary stepsto acquire locates for all utilities, including but not limited to
HYDRO, WATER, CABLE, TELEPHONE and GAS lines prior to digging.

» Check all DEEDS to assure that the building is not erected on Easements or Right-of-
Ways.

» Itistheresponsibility of the owner to make arrangements with the Building Dept. to have
all inspections conducted. Inspections can be booked at 519-735-2184, ext. 103 .
